HELP LIMIT TRAFFIC IN AND OUT OF CAMP - MAKE ARRANGEMENTS TO
CARPOOL AS MUCH AS POSSIBLE!
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We hope this information will assist you in your Unit's planning and preparation for the Scouting
Adventures 2008 weekend, March 28-30, 2008. Your Unit's enthusiasm and preparation will help make
this event one to remember for the WEBELOS who will be attending.

THIS CAN BE A GREAT RECRUITING EVENT FOR YOUR BOY SCOUT TROOP!!

Friday Evening check in:

Be sure to file a Tour Permit at least one week in advance for your Unit with the Council and
bring it with you at check-in.

Troops please bring a Roster of Scouts and Leaders/Parents attending,

All the necessary Permission slips and medical information for all participating Scouts and
Leaders must be kept with the Scoutmaster.

You will be allowed to take 1 4wheel drive vehicle into camp at a time per unit, preferably a pickup
truck to drop off gear or trailer (No vehicles without 4wheel drive are to go beyond the parking
lot & all vehicles must be back down in the parking lot no later than 10pm) driving into camp
is at your own risk.

Vehicles must be removed from the campsite during the weekend (unless need for an
approved medical need)

Saturday:

We need to have two (2) scouts from each Unit to serve as Troop Guides for the weekend. They
will be guiding the WEBELQOS through the Demonstration and Display Areas and will need to be at
the Registration area by 7:30 a.m. to greet their WEBELOS

Flag ceremony will begin at 8:30 a.m. and end at 8:45 a.m.

The schedule will be set up for six to eight sessions during the day. They will begin at 9:00, run on
30 to 40 minute intervals with 15 minutes to reach the next Demonstration Area and will be over
around 4:30 p.m. Be prepared to do your session eight (8) times.

Lunch will be back at the Troop campsite around noon. After lunch, the Troop Guides will take
their group to their first Demonstration/Display Area of the afternoon.

Flag Retreat will be at the end of the Demonstration Areas rotation.

The evening event will begin at 7:30 p.m. and all Troops & Packs will have the opportunity to
participate, please come prepared to share your favorite skit or song. Please remember the ages of
the Scouts participating, no offensive skits or songs.

Cracker barrel will begin at 9:00 p.m. in your campsite. Some will be provided, but you will have to
provide the rest.

Sunday:

Chapel service will begin at 8:30 a.m., the location will be announced and your support of this
portion of the event is requested. We ask that no one move vehicles through camp during the
service!

Normal Camp checkout procedures will be followed after Chapel Service.
